Statement from the SNEL Executive Committee regarding Ongar CC

It is with regret that the SNEL Executive committee have accepted Ongar CC's withdrawal from the SNEL from the end of the 2011 season. Ongar CC have lost a number of their playing membership such that they are unable to regularly field 2 senior league XI's in the SNEL. They have therefore decided to withdraw from the SNEL at the end of the 2011 season and explore other avenues.

Their 1st XI will continue to play their remaining league fixtures in 1st XI Division Three and these results will count in the final league tables.

Their 2nd XI are unlikely to be able to field another side this season. Therefore in the interests of fairness all of Ongar CC 2nd XI results will be voided. It has been decided that all statistics for games played against Ongar CC 2nd XI will remain on the play cricket website. All matches played or to be played against Ongar CC 2nd XI will be conceded and the teams awarded 20 points for each match. It has also been decided that any points deductions related to any games against Ongar CC 2nd XI will stand. If Ongar 2nd XI can raise a side in the remaining weeks of the season they may wish to play the arranged league match as a friendly but this will be a matter for the two clubs to arrange.

Clearly this creates a further vacancy in the SNEL for the 2012 season. As previously indicated the Sub-Committee will review all the applicants for the 2 vacancies after the closing date of 1st October 2011 and create a proposal for endorsement for the admission of any new club or clubs at the SNEL AGM in November.
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
